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PATH NATIONAL SUPPORT FUND

Introduction

Disclaimer

These notes in particular are for guidance, they are not legally binding as they were not included in the support fund contracts, however we would like to be informed and included in any discussions relating to those points discussed below. 

To ensure that there is sufficient clarity and that there is comparable levels of information being disseminated to funded projects, the following notes are provided to give support covering two key areas: 

1) Copyright & Data Ownership

a. Ownership of data collected through internal evaluations

b. Ownership of data collected through external evaluations 

2) Publication & Dissemination

The following information will act to guide all funded projects on matters pertinent to dissemination and publication of research findings with respect to work carried out and funded by the National Support Fund. These guidelines are adapted from the overall guidance developed by ASH Scotland in relation to its publications
, and sets out the expectations for authors and authorship groups. The guidelines have been slightly modified to reflect the requirements specific to the Support Fund.

Before work begins on writing reports a number of questions should be considered and clarified before a piece of work is commenced, including:

· Who owns the copyright?

· Who makes the final decision, or how will the situation be resolved in the event of a lack of consensus?

The answers to these questions should be reflected in any written and contractual agreements and in the minutes of subsequent management and steering meetings.

1. Copyright

ASH Scotland would expect to hold copyright of all final reports (Internal & External), which are provided to us as part of the funding terms and conditions. We would be happy for you to use such reports freely following agreement of the final text and would ask you as a courtesy to let us know where and how you plan to use the reports before you publish them. 

The normal practice may be varied, for example if an individual negotiates an alternative agreement with the organisation, or where copyright is conferred to a journal or publisher by agreement.

If the Health Board specific to a project has a separate final report written for you, over and above any reports submitted to us as part of the funding terms and conditions, you would clearly hold the copyright for those reports and publications. ASH Scotland would seek to be notified of such publications.

· Production of materials funded solely by PATH Support Fund


ASH Scotland's normal practice is to assert copyright over anything they fund or commission, including electronic rights. This allows us to publish in paper form and on our website without further permission. We would acknowledge substantial contributions to the work and authorship as appropriate. Clearly, this would apply to any report arising from the overall/external evaluation of the PATH supported projects. ASH Scotland may wish to publish such work in both hard copy and in an electronic format on its website.  

· Production of material funded jointly or with in kind support


Where work arises from and is developed by a partnership, joint copyright is normally assumed unless otherwise agreed. For example where costs are shared or there is input in kind for materials produced, we would usually suggest joint copyright agreements. This implies that future reprints and revisions, changes and charges should only be made with the agreement of all copyright holders in advance. 

· Production of materials funded solely by respective NHS Board


In relation to the development of a training package, or other material(s) developed following on from the funded project, we understand that if an NHS Board or other organisation will be paying for the development and publication of a training package or any other materials(s) it would be reasonable that copyright and ownership stays with that health board or organisation. Please note that PATH/ASH Scotland would however wish to negotiate an arrangement to use the materials produced with your permission / authorisation.

2. Data ownership

2.1 Ownership of data collected through internal evaluations

ASH Scotland will retain ownership of all research data and information generated through the PATH Support Fund as well as any documents and any monitoring progress reports and financial statements that have been requested as part of the terms and conditions for funding for internal evaluations. Funded projects will however be encouraged to use the data to publish research articles etc. This is on the condition that ASH Scotland is notified and is given an opportunity to comments on any drafts prior to publication in advance.

2.2 Ownership of data collected through external evaluations
ASH Scotland will retain ownership of all research data and information generated through the external evaluations of the PATH Support Fund as well as any documents and any monitoring progress reports and financial statements that have been requested as part of the terms and conditions for funding. Funded projects will however be encouraged to use the data to publish research articles etc. This is on the condition that ASH Scotland is notified and is given an opportunity to comments on any drafts prior to publication in advance. You will also be given the opportunity to see any documents, reports and publications that the evaluators develop prior to them being finalised and published for your comments.
3. Publication & Dissemination

Your contribution to the work surrounding smoking cessation is extremely valuable and it is important that information about the work you will carry out and your findings are published.  We want to work with you to share and promote best practice of smoking cessation interventions to the wider community; health care professionals; smoking cessation specialists, coordinators and practitioners. PATH will encourage funded projects to present or to publish the information/data collected under the terms of the contract.
Therefore we would wish to promote your work and findings in the:


· PATH Newsletters;

· ASH Scotland and Scottish Tobacco Control Alliance (STCA) Bulletin;

· ASH Scotland documents and reports

· At STCA working group meetings, events and conferences

· Subject to approval by PATH, the funded PATH project report and summary will be made available via the ASH Scotland website
We would also encourage all funded PATH projects that you publish your findings in: 

· Peer reviewed journals;

· Reports;
· Other publications
Part of PATH’s remit is also to develop and deliver national tobacco training standards and strategy for tobacco control work, to enhance data collection and monitoring arrangements in cessation services, and to promote evidence of good practice. We would therefore hope that your materials might help to contribute to further development of these areas in the future for smoking cessation work. 

4. Acknowledgements & PATH branding

It is worth noting that PATH itself is funded directly by the Scottish Executive Health Department and that PATH is part of ASH Scotland. It may not be necessary to incorporate additional logos etc onto all related publications.  However, as part of the funding conditions, we would ask that you be prepared to do this, should it be requested by us. The Partnership Action on Tobacco & Health and ASH Scotland logo should be included on all literature/promotional items related to the project, with our support acknowledged.  To obtain a copy of the PATH logo, please email path@ashscotland.org.uk with your request with instructions on the format that you wish the logo to be sent in.

5. ISBN number

ASH Scotland has the capacity to issue ISBNs (international serial book numbers). An explanation of what these are and how they are printed may be given by contacting the Head of Information & Communications or Information Assistant by e-mail: ashscotland@ashscotland.org.uk or tel: 0131 225 4725. 

Publishers who allocate an ISBN number are legally obliged to deposit copies with the major copyright libraries. 

As a matter of good practice, we routinely deposit a copy of all publications with these libraries, and this has been incorporated into our dissemination flow chart. This practice ensures our work is reflected in standard bibliographic catalogues and can be identified by researchers.
