What will it involve me doing? You, the presenter, will be based at a table where you can display handouts etc.  There will be NO facility for using PowerPoint.  You will have 10 minutes to present on your experience/case study, which relates to one of the 5 hot tobacco topics, which will be discussed at each of the tables. It is not a very long time so a useful suggestion is to concentrate on three or four main points, be concise and have back up handouts to provide additional information if you wish.  





After your informal presentation there will be a further 10 minutes for open discussion round the table that will engage delegates own experience and challenges on the issue and opportunities to ask you, the presenter, questions. 





Delegates will be organised into groups of approximately 10.  Each group will be given a schedule to follow indicating which presenter to visit in turn.  There will be a placard on your table indicating your table number. 





The Chair will signal the end of each 10-minute presentation session by ringing a bell after which your table will have 10 minutes for open discussion on the this specific hot tobacco topic. A second louder/longer ringing of the bell will be the signal for each group to move on to their next presentation. To ensure that this session runs smoothly it is essential that these timings are strictly observed.





You will be required to repeat your presentation a maximum of 5 times, broken up with a break after the first two sessions. You will receive a presentation schedule prior to the event.
